RE 

This term, Year 5 will be learning 

about core Hindu and Islamic 
beliefs and how these impact on 

the lives of individuals and build 
a sense of community. Y5 will 

some opportunities to discuss their 
ideas and thoughts in a

History and Geography 
Our topic this term centres around the 

Viking and Anglo-Saxon 
struggle for the Kingdom of 

England. We will be looking closely at 
key events and individuals during 

this time period, including the Viking 
raid on Lindisfarne and 

archaeological discoveries that tell us 
more about this time period, including 

the finds at Sutton Hoo.  

Science 
This term in science, children will be 

exploring these big questions:  

Autumn 1 – How do materials 
change? How can we reverse 

changes? What methods can we use? 

Autumn 2- Which forces has the 
greatest effect on a falling object: air 
resistance or gravity? Focusing on 
working scientifically and creating 

investigations
